Drummoyne vs. Lindfield 17 th April 2010 at Drummoyne Oval 
 
 
 
1st Grade – Win 46-7 
 
The P.J. Gallagher Drummoyne Dirty Reds hosted Lindfield in round 2 of the Division 1 Suburban 
Rugby competition.  After narrowly beating Beecroft last week with a try on the bell, Drummoyne were 
focused from the start and their backline made immediate inroads, with half back Shannon Warren 
scoring from a chip ahead by winger Tagi Isaia.  A brace of tries from Isaia then followed before an 
intercept from fly-half Lewis Farrar gave him a clear sprint to the try line from sixty metres out to bring 
up the four try bonus point in the first half.  Lindfield replied with a try of their own just before the break 
to take the half time score to 24-7. 
 
In the beginning of the second half, the home team found themselves camped in their own 22 for 15 
minutes as Lindfield threw everything they had at the Drummoyne try line.  Lock David Mew was sin 
binned for repeated team infringements but the Drummoyne defence held firm until they were able to 
finally able to get out of their own half.  From then on Drummoyne dominated possession and territory, 
with David Mew scoring an opportunistic try as Lindfield dropped the ball trying to run the ball from 
behind their own goal line.  Further tries to centre Wes Talanoa and a double to fullback John Sinisa 
finished off the Lindfield team, giving the Dirty Reds 46-7 win and took them to the top of the Kentwell 
Cup table.  Prop David Hankinson notched up his 100th first grade match for the Dirty Reds and put in 
his usual powerful man of the match performance.
