Match Reports & Results: 
 

Drummoyne vs. Knox Old Boys 1st May 2010 at Koola Park 
 
 
 
1st Grade - Lost 26-24 
 
First Grade showed it still has some work to do before it is firing on all cylinders, with a 26-24 loss to the 
reigning Kentwell Cup premiers Knox Old Boys at Koola Park. 
 
Drummoyne started powerfully with an early try in the corner to Tagi Isaia, set up from a weaving run by 
fullback John Sinisa.  The next Drummoyne try resulted from a great draw and pass by flanker and Captain Ben 
Lonsdale to put Tagi through for his second try.  Knox scored a try after repeated penalties gave them a scrum 
near the Drummoyne line before Drummoyne replied with a try to prop Tuainafua Veiru after being camped on 
the Knox line and using the forward pack to attack in close quarters. Hooker Blake Williams performed a 
miracle tackle on a certain Knox try and managed to keep underneath the ball as the Knox attacker rolled over 
the try line. The visitors were then able to work their way up the pitch where John Sinisa cut through the 
defence to score an individual try to take the half time score to 24-13. 
 
Drummoyne took their foot off the accelerator in the second half as ill discipline and great counter attack from 
Knox allowed the home team back in the game with a converted try and two penalties giving Knox a 26-24 lead 
late in the game. A yellow card to Tagi Isaia left Drummoyne without their goal kicker and they were forced to 
use winger Willie Teo as the replacement goal kicker at the end of the match with the only scoring opportunity 
of the half.  Unfortunately the kick missed and Knox held on for the win.
