Drummoyne vs. Lindfield 3rd July 2010 at Soldiers Memorial Oval 

 
 
1st Grade - Won 34 – 21 
 
Drummoyne travelled to Lindfield determined to turn around a mid-season slump of 3 consecutive 
losses in the Kentwell Cup.  The Dirty Reds attacked from the kick off and were immediately 
rewarded with a try from a 5 metre lineout to prop Tuainafua Veiru, who powered over from the 
rolling maul.  Lindfield then worked their way up the field via the constant whistling from the referee, 
who continually penalised Drummoyne at the ruck.  Two penalty goals to Lindfield kept them in the 
game early, while Drummoyne had two tries disallowed.  Eventually the Reds finished successfully 
with a try to centre Chris Newton who scored next to the posts.  Lindfield exposed an overlap on the 
wing to score in the corner to take the half time scores to 14-11 in Drummoyne’s favour. 
 
An early converted try to Lindfield gave them an 18-14 lead, but the visitors quickly responded with 
some slick hands by the backs to put winger Willie Teo in for a try in the corner, which was converted 
by wing Dave Fraser, who was making his first grade debut and was successful with all except one 
kick on the day.  A penalty to the home team then levelled the scores at 21-21.  As the P.J. Gallagher 
Dirty Reds started to dominate the scrums and breakdowns, they camped in the Lindfield territory and 
lock David Mew snuck over for a try from a ruck 1 metre out to bring up the bonus point for 4 tries.  
Further pressure and a weaving run from fullback John Sinisa allowed him to draw the defence and 
offload to Mew who ran in his second try from 10 metres out.  The game became scrappy in the 
closing minutes as both teams were desperate to continue scoring tries.  The clock eventually ran out 
with the Dirty Reds sealing a hard fought 34-21 win

The game started in tight fashion with only penalties being exchanged resulting in a 6 to 3 lead to the 
Dirty Reds at halftime. Strong tackling and a strong lineout were key features of our first half. Vili 
was so keen on tackling everything that moved, he knocked out Nathan Hayes which resulted in a 
replacement being used. 
 
With this disruption in the second half our attack spluttered despite having the majority of the 
possession. An intercept try made the score 8/6 to Lindfield. Our response was a penalty to edge 
ahead 9/8. Lindfield mauled us over the line to make it 13 to 9 and missed two penalty opportunities 
to extend their lead. 
 
For the last ten minutes we pounded their line and should have gotten over several times until a clever 
decision to take a scrum instead of a tap by Tim Cruikshank resulted in an 8 to 9 to 14 try in the right 
hand corner. Lindfield were finally reduced to 14 men for repeated killing of the ball at the 
breakdown. 
 
Credit to the replacements that came up to second grade. Discipline was good with us winning the 
penalty count 12 to 7. Improvement is needed in the scrum which was disrupted for the first time this.
