Drummoyne vs. Old Ignatians 17th July 2010 at Ryde Oval 

 
1st Grade - Won 22 – 16 
 
Despite having four key changes to the team and two players making their First Grade run on debuts, 
Drummoyne was looking forward to getting their third consecutive win against Old Ignatians at Ryde Oval.  
Iggies came out of the blocks firing by attacking the Drummoyne line and being rewarded with a penalty goal to 
open the scoring.  Drummoyne hit back with their own penalty from winger Tagi Isaia to level the scores.  A 
couple of crucial mistakes while hard on attack cost the Dirty Reds points and territory, with the home side 
kicking another 2 penalty goals.  Drummoyne finally pieced together some phases and were rewarded with a 
lineout five metres out from the Iggies line.  A rolling maul and a couple of phases later, flanker Ben Lonsdale 
crashed over the line for a try, which was converted by Isaia to take a narrow 10-9 lead into half time. 
 
The second half started with Drummoyne camping in the Iggies 22 metre zone, applying pressure from the 
forwards with multiple lineouts and scrums, with three tries being held up before number eight Trent Tapp 
snuck over for a converted try.  Iggies eventually got into the Drummoyne half and exploited a hole in the 
defence for a converted try of their own to get within one point.  The Dirty Reds again pounded the iggies line 
before forcing a 5 metre lineout on their line, and then proceeded to drive the Iggies pack back over the try line 
and Tapp scored his double after ripping the ball from an opponent.  Iggies threw everything they had at the 
visitors in the dying stages of the match, but Drummoyne held on to win 22-16.  The Dirty Reds are now sitting 
third on the Kentwell Cup ladder.
