1st Grade - Won 26 - 19 
 
Drummoyne hosted forest at Drummoyne oval on a cool and rainy day, with a week of rain turning the cricket 
pitch into a mud pit and causing challenges in the middle of the oval.  Running into a stiff breeze, The P.J. 
Gallagher Dirty Reds started well with centre Chris Newton breaking through the defence for his first try of the 
day.  Newton continued to torment the opposition with another try a few minutes later.  A poor clearing kick 
from Drummoyne resulted in a charge down and try to Forest.  Working their way back up the field through 
incisive forward runs by number eight Trent Tapp and lock David Mew gave Drummoyne their third try to Wes 
Talanoa to take a 21-5 half time lead.
